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Sports Handbook
1.  PURPOSE

Colossians 3:17 “And whatsoever you do in word and deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks through Him to God the Father.”

A. That God will be glorified and school spirit promoted through all that is done in practice, road trips, and games.

B. To strive for loyalty first to Christ and then because of Him, to strive for loyalty to our teams, to each other, and to our school.

C. To strive to improve skills and physical endurance through practice drills, directed activities and scrimmages, always working to give our best effort.

D. That God will be glorified by our attitudes and behaviors toward one another, other teams, coaches and sport officials.

2.  PHILOSOPHY

The basic philosophy of sports programs at Kingspoint is to build self discipline, physical skills and coordination, sportsman like conduct, team cooperation, and enthusiasm for physical activity and competitive sports. 

3. RULES AND REGULATIONS

All players must:
A. Be maintaining a 2.0 g.p.a. in core subjects with no D’s or F’s in any subjects.
B. Demonstrate good character and conduct in their daily life, both on and off campus. (Philippians 4:8  “Finally brethren, whatever is honorable, what ever is right, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is of good report, if there is any excellence and if anything worthy of praise, let your mind dwell on these things.”

C. Have a physical clearance and all required forms and fees turned into the office.
D. Obey all school policies while on or off campus.

E. Be in school all day to be allowed to participate in practices and games.

F. The only excused absences are due to illness and/or emergencies.  Do not schedule appointments during practice or game times.  

G. Make up all school work missed due to attendance at games or practices that take school time.

H. Attend practices to play in games.  Missing a practice eliminates the player from playing in the following game.

4. EXPENSES

Players will pay a “sports fee”,  which is determined by the school, for each sport they participate in each school year. 
5. LETTERING

Players will receive a Certificate of Participation at the middle school level.  High school players receive awards as noted below.

Criteria for high school awards:

a. Must be on team one full season.

b. Must perform in at least 75% of all games.

c. Have no sports conduct violations.
d. Have no school suspensions.

      High School Awards:

a. First year = varsity letter and participation pin

b. Second year = bar pin

c. Third year = gold star and bar pin

d. Fourth year = gold star and bar pin

6. GRADE REQUIREMENTS

Players must maintain a 2.0 g.p.a. with no D’s or F’s to continue practicing and playing sports at Kingspoint.  If a player falls below a 1.7 in any subject after joining a team s/he will receive a notice of probation and will have one week to show improvement or be removed from the team.  During that week the player will be prohibited from practicing or playing.
